If you want to test out Omeka by spinning up your own small Omeka site, we
recommend using the AWS Marketplace product “Jumpbox for Omeka.” We used
Jumpbox to quickly spin up an Omeka site without needing IT support when we first
embarked on this project.

Just want to use our Omeka site?
If you aren’t ready to commit to your own Omeka site, we are offering short term use
of our own Omeka sandbox site. Contact us and we will set you up with an Admin 
account in our site that will be valid through the beginning of December 2014.
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FlickrImport
Easily import images and their associated metadata from Flickr
Choose individual images or entire streams

YouTubeImport
Import YouTube videos and their associated metadata
Videos are embedded directly into the item record

HistoryLog
Track curatorial actions: item creation, metadata edits, etc.
Displays the history directly in the item record admin view

METS�port
Export Omeka items as standardized METS objects

BulkMetadataEditor
Edit your metadata in bulk! Find and replace based on collection,
existing item metadata, and more

What is Omeka?
Omeka is a free, open source web-publishing platform for the display of library, 
museums, and archival collections.  Its strengths are its flexible and easy to use tools 
for creating online exhibits and working with user contributions of objects and metadata.  
Developers at the Rosenzweig Center for History and New Media at George Mason 
University created Omeka with scholars without large IT departments in mind.
